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Attempt to follow Rosa Luxemburg`s footsteps in fighting for democracy from below
To use Luxemburg`s concepts from the beginning of last century needs discussing the political and economical situation of today compared with her time. In doing so the essay comes to the conclusion that the rupture of 89 followed by the crisis of hightechcapitalism has turned the clock backwards. In relation to the position of the labourclass on a world scale we have come back to wild capitalism of the pre-welfarestate-time. Therefore it seems to be adequate to try to formulate a political project following Luxemburg`s politics. I summarize my project of the four-in-one-perspective as an application of Luxemburgs revolutionary realpolitics, and its fate within the left and tradeunions today. The question arises whether it should be adequate to change trade-union politics from the time of an embedded capitalism, into politics closer to Luxemburg`s revolutionary realpolitics for today.
