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Abstract: Although Rosa Luxemburg’s analyses of the process of capitalist reproduction in such works as the Accumulation of Capital is well known, less familiar is her work as a teacher and lecturer at the German Social-Democratic Party school in Berlin from 1907 to 1914. It was during her lectures and discussions at the school that she developed some of her most important contributions to Marxian theory, which directly led to the writing of The Accumulation of Capital and the Introduction to Political Economy. This paper will focus on eight manuscripts composed by Luxemburg as part of her work at the SPD school that have only recently been published in French, English and German. A critical analysis of these manuscripts both reveals the depth of her explorations of important issues in anthropology, ethnology, and economic history as well as unresolved issues in Luxemburg’s effort to systematically portray the central contradiction of capitalism.
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
