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In contrast to the past research this paper attempts to proof that not spontaneity but the creativity of the proletarian masses is the crucial key word for Luxemburg’s concept of a socialist movement. Since the fight for power and later on the development of a socialist society is such a huge task it is necessary to set free and develop all the creative strength of the proletariat what is possible for Luxemburg only on a complete democratic base.
This will be shown in my paper analyzing Luxemburg’s works from her first dispute with Lenin in ‘”Organizational Questions of Russian Social Democracy” (1904) to the unfinished manuscript on the Russian Revolution (Sept./Oct. 1918) and the “Spartacus Program” of December 1918.
